The regular meeting of the Athens Town Board was called to order on September 8, 2020 by
Supervisor Robert F. Butler, Jr. at the Athens Volunteer Fire House on Third Street, Athens, at
7.00 pm with the Pledge to the Flag.

Mrs. Darling informed the Board that the Article 10 Application was Filed May 22, 2020 and
Deemed Complete August 12, 2020.
